We begin by separating students into teams of two where each team must conduct a variety of
searching methods and rigging techniques in order to find lost objects. By performing the
skills as instructed, all students are scored based on accuracy and successfully finding the lost
objects using the learned skills. These scores correspond to prizes - the higher the score, the
better the prize. (The great thing is everyone goes home with some sort of prize and learns in

the process!)
